Environmental Health Complaint
A complaint has been made to WNC Environmental Health regarding the condition of the Village Hall kitchen and the lack of registration as a food business. The complainer alleged to be from a church group so FGS contacted the bellringers who 
recently hired the hall to see if they were dissatisfied. She was assured that it wasn’t them as they said that they were highly impressed by our facilities, so we are at a loss as to where the complaint came from. MC discussed the complaint with the Environmental Health Officer and assured the officer it was unfounded and that all our volunteers took hygiene and safety very seriously and all who worked in the kitchen had Level 2 Food Hygiene and Safety certificates as well as Level 2 Allergy Awareness courses.
The Environmental Health Officer was satisfied with this but re-iterated that he had to follow all complaints up, whether genuine or not. He advised us that due to the nature of our openings and events we should look into registering as a food business.
Update: We have registered with WNC as a food business and are awaiting inspection of the premises. A notice to say this has been stuck in window of VH.
